A Scared Cat 
The other day I was working alongside my car on a gate controller, when I 
heard an object drag behind me. I thought it might be something driven by the 
wind. Whatever it was, it went under my car.  
As I heard further noises, I looked under the car and was shocked to see a 
scared cat. What I had heard dragging behind me was the cat’s retractable 
lead. As I was wondering what to do, the owner came and I pointed to the cat 
under the car.  
This cat was so scared that it squeezed itself into the front wheel arch so that 
we couldn’t get it. I ended up having to jack the car up. Only then, could the 
owner get to the cat and finally hold it in her arms. 
In English we have the expression “scare-dy cat”. This cat sure displayed that. 
But how lovely to see it comforted in the arms of its owner. It made me think of 
when we are scared and we find comfort in the arms of someone who cares 
for us. 
God’s Son Jesus has comforting arms. With arms outstretched He died on the 
cross to save us from the consequences of our sins. And in life, we can  
experience His comfort if we would turn to Him and trust in Him. We have  
recorded in Matthew 11:28 Jesus’ kind words: “Come to Me, all who are weary 
and heavy laden and I will give you rest.”
